Loaded 
with a power that emulates the 
language of Sufi poetry and verse in 
its approach, a path is opened to wide 
channels of knowledge that tempt 
the recipient to become an important 
player in this space. Such concepts, by 
which I orchestrate the natural shapes 
with perceptions that surround us in 
our daily lives, are what achieve the 
'shock' I aspire to. A shock that leads 
to the creation of a new vision with 
clear symbolic renderings that are 
evident in the varying Islamic and 
Arabic literary and scientific scripts, 
which have a creative presence in the 
building of my art work."
