e exhibition continues with works from Alaoui’s first photographic series No Pasara (Entry Denied), created in 2008. Commissioned by
 European Union, the series follows young Moroccans who left the Moroccan port cities of Nador and Tangier.attempting to seek
ssage to Europe, but become stuck along the way.

e focus then turns to Natreen (We Wait), Alaoui’s 2013 series commissioned by the Danish Refugee Council to raise awareness for the
manitarian crisis faced by Syrian refugees fleeing the war.

uniting theme throughout each series is Alaoui’s unwavering commitment to challenging the clichéd portrayals of North Africa and the
ab world, revealing to the viewer a more authentic, three-dimensional and wholly human narrative.
