The “Shell” logo 
will guide you to a gas station, 
whether in the sub-sahara 
desert or in Geneva. 

This series painted in his 
signature bold colors and 
strokes, reiterates Chamaa’s 
message that we are all, in 
fact citizens of one world, 
communicating through a 
universal sign language that 
makes sense to all.
