Ghannam was born in Jerusalem in 1981. He is a self-taught artist
with an extensive education background and he “is always
searching and learning.”

His breakthrough as an artist occurred in 2010, while he was
detained in an Israeli prison, when he painted a greeting card and
sent it to the organizer of the “Picasso in Palestine” project, who
printed the card and circulated it widely. Being a former political
prisoner, in his artwork Amjad reflects his concerns on freedom,
oppression, war and contemporary issues pertaining to
Palestinians and Arabs.

Ghannam has designed several Palestinian posters, has

participated in two solo exhibitions, and has exhibited his work in
